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On Friday 26th February we shall be doing our first collection for a fundraising group called “Bag2School”.

What is Bag2School?

Bag2School collects and buys quality second-hand items, which are then sold to provide a supply of affordable clothing to developing countries. 
Bag2School is a good way to dispose of unwanted clothing without using landfill sites and at the same time raise money for our school.
Fact: As a nation we send over 1,000,000 tonnes of clothes to landfill sites each year.
How will it work?

· Before the collection each child will be sent home with a Collection Bag.

· If you wish to take part the bag should be filled with second hand items (see list below).  If you have more items than will fit in the bag, simply fill additional black bags.

· On the afternoon (3pm-3.20pm) of FRIDAY 26TH FEBRUARY (as you collect the children from school), bring all your filled bags with you and drop them off in the staff car park (by the main gate at the front of the school). There will be someone there to take them from you.  No cars will be allowed onto the school car park or premises
· Please note: if you do not collect the children from school you can drop the bags in the morning (9am-9.15am).  However, storage space is very limited so please only do this if you cannot bring the bags on the afternoon. We cannot accept bags during the school day or any other day of the week.
